1. Britain is administered from the Palace of Westminster*.
The Palace of Westminster, known as the Houses of Parliament* is
in London. It is the place, where the two Houses of the Parliament
meet. They are the House of Lords* and the House of Commons*.
The members of the House of Lords are not elected. The House of
Commons has 650 seats which are occupied by Members of Parlia-
ment (MPs)* who are elected by the British public every four years.

2. The Palace lies on the north bank of the River Thames. The
bridge crossing the Thames near that place is Westminster Bridge.
The Palace contains about 1,100 rooms, 100 staircases and 4.8 kilo-
metres of corridors. Its buildings date from the 19th century but the
elements of the original historic buildings can be used today for ma-
jor public events. They include Westminister Hall* and the Jewel
Tower*,

3. The Palace of Westminster was for centuries controlled by
the Queen's representative. By agreement with the Crown*, control
had to pass to the two Houses in 1965. The present Houses of Par-
liament were built during the next 30 years after the fire of 1834.

4. At the north-eastern end of the Palace is the most famous of
the towers, the Clock Tower, which is 96.3 metres tall. The Clock
Tower houses* a large four-faced* clock. The tower also houses five
bells, which must strike every quarter hour. The largest and most fa-
mous of the bells is Big Ben which is to strike the hour*.

5. There has been a campaign to rename Big Ben Clock Tower
after the Queen Elizabeth. The majority of Members of Parliament
have agreed to name the east tower of the Palace of Westminster the
Elizabeth Tower. This means that one of Britain’s best-known land-
marks* will forever carry the Queen's name.

THE MOSCOW KREMLIN

1. The Moscow Kremlin sometimes referred* to as simply the
Kremlin, is a historic fortified* complex at the heart of Moscow. It
overlooks* the Moskva River to the South, Saint Basil's Cathedral to
the East and the Alexander Garden to the West. It is the best known
of kremlins (Russian citadels*) and includes four palaces, four ca-
thedrals and the enclosing* Kremlin Wall with Kremlin towers.

2. The Spasskaya Tower is the main tower with a through-
passage* on the eastern wall of the Moscow Kremlin. The clock on
the Spasskaya Tower usually called the Kremlin chimes* appeared
between 1491 and 1585. It designates* official Moscow Time. The
Kremlin complex serves as the official residence of the President of
the Russian Federation.

3. The name Kremlin means "fortress", and was often used to
refer to the government of the Soviet Union and its highest members.
In the same way the Elysée Palace can refer to the President of the
French Republic, the White House is to refer to the President of the
United States. Kremlin is still used in reference to* the government
of the Russian Federation and even the Russian President's official
website is Kremlin.ru.

4. Closely associated with the Kremlin is Red Square, lying
near its east wall. At its south end is the famous Cathedral of St Basil
the Blessed, one of the most beautiful monuments of Orthodox art. It



42

was built by the order of Ivan the Terrible and commemorates the
capture of Kazan and Astrakhan. The monument to Minin and
Pozarsky commemorates the victory over the Poles.

5. Having 29 towers, the Kremlin preserves the memory of the
wooden fortifications erected by Yuri Dolgoruki around 1156 on the
hill near the river Moskva. By its layout and its history of transfor-
mations it is the prototype of the citadels at the centre of the Russian
towns, such as Pskov, Tula, Kazan or Smolensk.

THE WHITE HOUSE

1. The White House is the official residence and principal
workplace of the President of the United States of America. It is lo-
cated at 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue Northwest, Washington, D.C.*
The White House has been the residence of every U.S. president
since John Adams in 1800.

2. The main residence, as well as the foundation of the house,
were built largely by enslaved* and free African-American workers,
as well as employed Europeans. The house was designed by [Irish-
born* James Hoban and built between 1792 and 1800 of white-
painted sandstone in the neoclassical* style. Then Thomas Jefferson
moved into the house in 1801.

3. By 1948, the house's exterior walls and internal wooden
parts were to be reconstructed. Under Harry Truman a new internal
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steel frame* bearing™ the load had to be constructed inside the walls.
When this work was completed, the interior rooms were rebuilt.

4. As time passed changes had to be introduced into the archi-
tectural plan. The house had to be five times smaller, than it had
been designed. The finished structure contained only two main floors
instead of three. When construction was finished, the sand-
stone*walls were coated* with a mixture of lime, rice glue*, casein,
and lead*, giving the house its familiar color and name.

5. Today, the White House has got six floors. The Complex in-
cludes the Executive Residence*, West Wing, East Wing, the Eisen-
hower* Executive Office Building - the former* State Department™,
which now houses offices for the President's staff and the Vice Pres-
ident and a guest residence. As it is a famous structure in America,
several replicas* of the White House have been constructed.

It was opened in 1856 with a ball to celebrate the end of
the Crimean War*. Today, it is used by The Queen for formal occa-
sions such as the annual Diplomatic Reception attended by 1,500
guests.

WHAT IS GOOD TO OUR HEALTH?

1. A lack of calcium in our diets can lead to osteoporosis, the
disease that makes bones weak and brittle (1) and prone (2) to frac-
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tures. It's a crippling (3) disease that affects half of all American
women over the age of 45. It can't be cured but it can be prevented.
The prevention is as simple and easy as pouring a glass of milk or
topping our sandwich with cheese or snacking on yogurt. Getting an
adequate amount of calcium in our daily diets is the best safeguard.

2. As we grow older our bodies absorb calcium less efficient-
ly. We actually start to lose bone after we turn 35 and if we don't
have a build-up of bone mass from our early years, the bone deterio-
ration (4) will occur more rapidly. Today experts find that less than
16 percent of teenage girls get only half of the required 1200 mg. of
calcium.

3. Milk is rich in nutrients (6). There are about 300 mg. of
calcium in one cup of low-fat milk. Milk also contains many nutri-
ents vital to calcium absorption, including vitamin D and high-
quality protein. Some people have gotten away from drinking milk
due to the beverage (5) industry's push for soft drinks.

EAT HEALTHY FOODS

1. Every day millions of cells in our body die, having
performed their functions. New ones must replace them. To do this
our body needs different nutrients: carbohydrates, proteins, fats,
vitamins and minerals. Not all foods contain all nutrients. People
having enough food may still become ill because they are eating too
much of one kind of food and not enough of another. To stay healthy
we need to eat a balanced diet containing the right proportions of the
main nutrients.

2. Carbohydrates supply energy for our bodies. Many foods
contain them. Good sources of carbohydrates are whole grain, white
bread, white rice, fresh fruits and vegetables, sweets and desserts.
Bread is the most common as well as the most useful food. It
contains B vitamins, E vitamin, fiber, and a wide range of minerals.
Brown bread is more wholesome than white. Bread is a starchy food
like pasta, potatoes and rice. All these foods should make up about a
third of our diet

3. Proteins build new tissues and replace old ones. To get the
best protein value you must use meat and poultry, fish and
vegetables, low-fat cheese and eggs, peas or beans, kidney, soy
products and nuts in your diet. Meat provides a range of proteins and
vitamins that are essential for a healthy body. Red meat may be
harmful if you eat a lot of it. White meat is not as bad, according to
the experts.

Certain fish oil contains essential fatty acids known as omega-3 fatty
acids. Fatty acids in fish such as salmon and tuna inhibit the growth
of cancer cells. One should know that eating salmon helps prevent
heart disease. Cold-water ocean fish such as mackerel, herring,
sardines as well as salmon and tuna are also sources of this type of
oil.

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VITAMINS AND HEALTH

1. Scientists have discovered fourteen kinds of vitamins. They
are known as vitamins A, the B group, C, D, E and K. If we do not
get enough of the vitamins we need in our food, we are at risk of
developing a number of diseases. Which foods should be eaten to
keep us healthy? Let us look at some important vitamins for the an-
SWer.

2. Vitamin A helps prevent skin and other tissues from be-
coming dry. It is also needed to see well in darkness. Vitamin A is
found in fish liver oil, in the yellow part of eggs, sweet potatoes,
carrots and other darkly colored fruits and vegetables.

3. Vitamin B-one called thiamine changes starchy foods into
energy. It also helps the heart and nervous systems work smoothly.
Thiamine is found in brown rice, beans and peas, nuts, meat and fish.
Another B-vitamin is niacin. It helps cells use food energy and
prevents pellagra — a disease that causes weakness, reddish skin and
stomach problems. Niacin is found in meat, fish and green
vegetables. Vitamin B-twelve is needed to help folic acid produce
red blood cells. It is found in eggs, meat, fish and milk products,
green leafy vegetables, legumes and citrus fruits. In some countries,
it is added to products like bread.

4. Vitamin C is needed for strong bones and teeth, and for
healthy blood passage. It also helps wounds heal quickly. The body
stores little vitamin C. Therefore, we must get it every day in foods
such as citrus fruits, tomatoes and uncooked cabbage.

5. Vitamin D increases levels of calcium in the blood.
Calcium is needed for nerve and muscle cells to work normally, to
build strong bones. Vitamin D prevents rickets - the children's bone
disease. In some countries, milk producers add vitamin D to milk so
children will get enough. People who spend a lot of time in buildings
may need extra vitamin D since the skin makes this vitamin from
sunlight. Fish liver oil also contains vitamin D.

6. Some people fear they do not get enough vitamins from the
foods they eat. So they take products with large amounts of vitamins.
They think these products, or vitamin supplements, will improve
their health and protect against disease. Experts say it is important to

FOOD AND ILLNESS

1. That food is related to illness is not a new discovery.
Perhaps 80 % of all human illnesses are related to diet and 40 % of
cancer is related to the diet as well. Certain types of food-borne
illness are caused by bacteria which can grow on food. The bacteria
can infect human when the food is improperly handled or
inadequately cooked. Salmonella bacteria are known to be the most
common cause of food borne illness. They are usually found on raw
or undercooked meats and in eggs.

2. Using antibiotics unnecessarily we encourage the rapid
spread of antibiotic-resistant infections. It has long been known that
overuse of antibiotics on factory farms leads to antibiotic resistance
in food poisoning bacteria, like salmonella. Farmers often give
penicillin to cows and poultry, and because of this, penicillin is
found in the milk of treated cows. Sometimes similar drugs are
administered to animals not for medicinal purposes, but for financial
reasons.

3. Additives are substances added to manufactured foods. One
knows a broad range of additives: vitamins and minerals,
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preservatives, food flavorings, and dyes. Some additives are good
for us, notably vitamins and minerals. But most additives must be
proved safe before they are put into food, because they may cause
allergic or other adverse reactions. Such additives as sodium nitrate
and sodium nitrite in hot dogs, luncheon meats, and smoked fish
create small amounts of cancer-causing chemicals during cooking.

4.Yet, these carcinogenic additives remain in our food, com-
monly being used to preserve color in meats. Nitrate is not toxic
unless swallowed in large amounts, but the possible effects of nitrite
produced from it should be considered. Bacteria normally found in
the mouth though cause the reduction of nitrate to nitrite, it also
comes from several foods, such as vegetables, cured meats, and it
may be produced when food is poorly stored.

5. People lacking vitamins should take vitamin supplements.
But they should discuss with their doctors what vitamins to take
because some vitamins can have harmful effects when mixed with
medicines. Taking too much of some vitamins can be harmful as
well. For example, too much A vitamin can lead to the bone
weakening condition - osteoporosis. Too much E vitamin can cause
bleeding. And, too much niacin can damage the liver. People who
smoke should not take extra beta-carotene because it can increase
their chances of developing lung cancer.

GENETICALLY MODIFIED AND ORGANIC FOODS

1. We hear a lot about genetically modified foods. But what
does GM actually mean? The term GM foods or GMOs (genetically-
modified organisms) is used to refer to crop plants created for human
or animal consumption using the latest molecular biology techniques.
GMO is a plant, animal, or microorganism that is transformed by ge-
netic engineering. Most GM products have been engineered for ag-
ronomic traits, such as pest resistance or herbicide resistance, rather
than for consumer health benefits.

2. Are genetically engineered foods safe? Should we avoid
eating GM foods? Let the answer be rather positive as GM foods
provide no health benefits, and no one is sure about the risks. A ma-
jor reason to avoid GM foods relates to the welfare of animals. Ani-
mal experiments are integral to producing genetically modified ani-
mals. Genetic modification has become routine with food crops for
animals. When animals are fed by GM foods, they mature faster,
grow lager, and produce more milk.

3. Genetic engineering can be done with plants, animals or mi-
croorganisms. The effects of genetic engineering on the natural
world may be disastrous. Greenpeace is trying to prevent all such
experiments. Some food companies are refusing to use genetically
engineered food.

4. Some people believe, though, that genetic engineering
could be the solution to the problem of famine. Plants which grow
faster, or cows which produce more milk, can save lives of starving
people. We would all like a better, healthier and longer life, and ge-
netic engineering might give us this. On the other hand, it may be a
dangerous experiment with nature.
