WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF EDUCATION?

1. Education is a driving factor, which influences the econom-
ic and social behaviours of the society. In early days, education was
considered for people who supposed to be idlers. Society believed
education was fit to be a politician or a philosopher. In the time of
Greek empires, education aimed at preparing a child for citizenship
and teaching vocational training. Physical fitness was the main crite-
rion for the success of education. The goal of Roman education was
the same, but for the Romans a good citizen meant an effective
speaker. Because of the emphasis on the technical side of foreign
language and literature study, Roman education was remote from the
real world and the interests of the schoolboys. Vigorous discipline
was therefore necessary to motivate them to study.

2. Today, different societies have their own education systems
to train younger generation to sustain within their society and carry
traditions, rituals, norms and other practices. From an early age, eve-
ryone knows that education is the key to one’s success in life. Par-
ents often say to their children: «Study hard! Get good grades! Go to
college!» By making education freely available to all children, the
government gives everyone an equal opportunity to succeed in life.
However, the path to success and even middle-class existence is no
longer so straightforward.
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3. What is the purpose of education? Is education about pre-
paring students for a specific career or, is it about teaching students
lifelong values, discipline, and the ability to explore new ideas and to
think independently? Education does not have a single purpose; it
serves multiple objectives, and the importance of each of these ob-
jectives can be very personal. Today individuals are valued for their
unique contributions and their ability to think creatively, take initia-
tive and incorporate a global perspective into their decisions. Post-
modern education requires drawing on a much wider range of
sources for curricula materials in the personalized pursuit of
knowledge.

TO EVERY MAN HIS CHANCE
(after Rich Man, Poor Man by Irwin Shaw)

In 1945 Rudolf Jordach lived with his parents in Port Philip.
The family had a flat over the bakery. At the start of the war his fa-
ther decided to confine himself to baking bread and rolls; the cakes
and tarts were delivered from a big commercial bakery every morn-
ing. The evening meal was the only one they all ate together because
of the father’s hours of work. When the meal was over Rudolph went
to his room to do his homework. Rudolph shared a narrow room and
a double bed in it with his younger brother. He knew that if he want-
ed to escape from eating in a kitchen and sharing a bed with his
brother it was going to be through books, so he was always the best
prepared student in the class for all examinations.

His school was built on a hill and he could see the Hudson
River below him, and in the distance to the south the chimney of the
Boylan Brick and Tile Works, where his sister Gretchen worked.
Port Philip was not a pretty town. When the Depression had thrown
almost everybody out of work and the jerrybuilt houses had been
neglected, the entire town had become a single slum. There never
was enough hot water at home and when he could he showered at the
gym. The boys whose parents took them down to New York City
before the school term bought the year's clothes there. Rudolph
bought his clothes in town, in Port Philip, at Bernstein's Department
Store.

In 1950, capped and gowned Rudolph sat in the June sunlight,
among other graduates in rented black. Teddy Boylan, who paid four
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thousand dollars for Rudolph’s four years at college, wasn't at the
ceremony. Rudolph had sent him an invitation, but Boylan had de-
clined. He still resented Rudolph's refusal even to apply to an lvy
League university when he had made his offer in 1946 to finance
Rudolph's education. Rudolph had decided for several reasons to
choose Whitby rather than take a chance on Yale or Harvard. For
one, he'd have owed Boylan a good deal more than four thousand
dollars at the end. For another, with his background and his lack of
money, he didn’t want to be an outsider among the young lords of
American society. At Whitby, poverty was normal. The occasional
boy who did not have to work in the summer to help pay for his
books and clothes in the autumn was unusual.

Rudolph had been working for Calderwood’s, a small depart-
ment store on the best corner of the main shopping street of Port
Philip. He had started as a stock boy in busy seasons, but he had
worked so hard that by now he was part time sales clerk, window
dresser, and advisor on buying. He was going to start as an assistant
manager on a full-time basis at nine o’clock the next morning. In
1960, it was the opening day of the new shopping center on the
northern outskirts of Port Philip. Rudolph was standing under the
huge sign that traced the name of Calderwood against the blue Sep-
tember sky. Dealer in millions, manager and entrepreneur on the rise,
a well-tanned, handsome young man in a nicely tailored unremarka-
ble suit.

NATURE FIRST

Since ancient times the Nature has served the Man giving him
everything he needs: air to breathe, food to eat, water to drink, wood
for building and fuel for heating his home. For thousands of years
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people lived in harmony with environment and it seemed to them
that the resources of the Nature have no end and limit. With the in-
dustrial revolution, our negative influence on the Nature began to
increase. Large cities with thousands of steaming, polluting plants
and factories can be found nowadays all over the world. The by-
products of their activity pollute the air we breathe, the water we
drink, and the fields where our crops are grown. Every year the at-
mosphere is polluted with about 1000 tons of industrial dust and
other harmful substances. They are the main reason for the green-
house effect and acid rains. In more than a hundred towns and cities
the concentration of harmful substances in the air is over ten times
the admissible level. Big cities suffer from smog. Cars with their
engines have become the main source of pollution in industrial
countries.

The pollution of air and the world's oceans, the thinning of the
ozone layer are the problems arising from man's careless attitude to
ecology. Vast forests are cut down. Massive deforestation upsets the
oxygen balance of the new wastelands. As a result some species of
animals, birds, fish and plants have disappeared and keep disappear-
ing. If nothing is done about it, one million species that are alive to-
day will have become extinct twenty years from now.

In Russia and the former Soviet republics there are some areas
where ecology is in a poor state. It is the Sea of Aral, Baikal,
Kuzbass, Semipalatinsk etc. For decades, nuclear weapons were
tested near Semipalatinsk and the ground is polluted with radiation
there. More than twenty years ago a paper factory was built on the
shore of Lake Baikal. As a result, because of the pollution, more
than 50 per cent of the world's purest water has been ruined. The
whole ecological system of the lake has changed greatly.

Ecological disasters do a lot of harm to the Nature but they are
much more dangerous for the Man. For a long time too little atten-
tion was paid to the environment. Today people are beginning to re-
alize that environmental problems are not somebody else's. They
join and support various international organizations and green par-
ties. If governments wake up to what is happening — perhaps we'll be
able to avoid the disaster that threatens the natural world and all of
us with it. Russia is cooperating in the field of environmental protec-
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tion with the United States, Canada, Norway, Finland and other
countries.

Dust from mining operations may become a serious
problem especially in areas of dry climate. Mine site dust control
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requires a good knowledge of wind conditions. Dust being a serious
problem it is necessary to use more intensive methods of control.

In those cases where underground mining is required, surface
subsidence can have a serious impact on the land. Physical stabiliza-
tion especially revegetation is very important.

The wide range of liquid effluents from mining can pollute
sources of water. The most important water pollution problem is the
drainage of mine acid into the adjacent lakes and rivers. The most
popular technique of treating mine acid pollution is lime and lime-
stone neutralization. In mining water is mainly used for cooling
equipment such as crusher bearings, pumps and compressors.__ 2
Ground water may become contaminated with acids, heavy metals
and other toxic substances. In stating these impacts it should be kept
in mind that the causes are very difficult to establish. This is due to
the very complex nature of surface and ground hydrology.

Noise is the most commonly noticed environmental impact
of mining. Noise cannot be eliminated but it can be reduced. Noise
from blasting is also a problem. 3. Ground vibrations are a more
difficult problem to overcome. Noise reduction equipment is con-
stantly being improved. Making use of up-to-date noise reduction
equipment and keeping it in good repair will reduce the noise effect
of mining.

BACK-TO-SCHOOL SHOPPING

Over the years, back-to-school shopping has almost achieved
the expenditure status of holiday shopping — new clothes, new sup-
plies and a fresh start to guarantee junior's academic success. But
with increased spending and consumption often comes a heavy toil
on the environment.

Environmentally friendly products are springing up with great-
er frequency, which means parents and children now have more
choices when shopping for school supplies. «A fourth of the popula-
tion considers environmentally friendly products when making pur-
chases,» said Todd Larsen, the managing director for Co-op Ameri-
ca, a nonprofit organization founded in 1982 that provides economic
strategies, organizing power and practical tools for business and in-
dividuals to address today's social and environmental problems.

«The idea of recycled products being dingy and gray is not true
anymore,» said Barbara Girs, a spokesperson for Green-Co products.
Nor are recycled products limited to paper products. Earth-friendly
purchases can also apply to clothing, backpacks, pencils and rulers.
And increased availability on the Internet means shoppers can skip
that trip to the mall. One such site is Wood Wise, a program of the
nonprofit Co-op America, that enables students and parents to pur-
chase forest-friendly consumer goods through a free-guide, available
on the WoodWiseweb site or by calling (800) 58-GREEN.

Woodwise offers students and their parents a wide range of
products, from which to choose. Paper products include loose-leaf
paper, spiral notebooks, marbled composition books, computer pa-
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per, notepads, folders, daily planners and calendars with high-
recycled content. Kids can even select tree-free paper products,
which are created from raw materials other than thee, such as denim
scraps, sugar cane and kenaf, a fast-growing fiber crop. Other prod-
ucts include hemp backpacks, consignment clothing, pens, pencils,
rulers and even CD cases.

Here are a few suggestions for parents and children to prepare
for the school year:

Check labels on products for the highest post consumer recy-
cled content. That goes for clothing, too. Avoid buying rayon, ace-
tate or triacetate, which are made from tree fiber. Instead look for
organic cotton, hemp, or purchase used clothing from thrift stores or
garage sales.

Pack lunches in reusable plastic ware instead of disposable
plastic bags and wraps; use cloth napkins instead of paper bags.

Arrange a carpool, ride the bus, walk, skate or use a bicycle
when going to school.

THE THREE R'S OF TRASH

1. As you make your next trip to the trash can, think about the
item you plan to throw away. Maybe there's an alternative to dispos-
al. While there is no easy solution to the problem of trash, there are
some things we can do to make it less. Scientists call those things the
«tree R's of trash» — reduction, reuse, and recycling.

2. We reduce the amount of trash we generate when we use
fewer disposable items. For example, we can select products that
have as little packaging as necessary so that there is less to throw
away. Buy hot cereal or cocoa mix packaged loose in a box instead
of individual packets and you'll produce less trash.

3. When we reuse an item again and again, we also cut down
on the amount of trash we discard. Pour yourself a glass of juice in-
stead of reaching for a juice box. You can wash that glass and use it
many times over.

4. Many communities have «reuse centers» — local thrift shops
or material-exchange facilities — where people can donate reusable
items rather than throw them away. By donating, we prevent useful
items from being discarded and make them available to others. We
conserve the natural resources that would be used to create more of
the same product.

5. When we recycle, we separate and collect items that would
otherwise wind up in the trash can. These items are then used to
make new products. For example, aluminum cans are recycled into
new cans over and over. Buy a recycled product, and you help to
close the recycling loop that began when you separated the materials
in the first place. Recycling not only reduces the amount of trash we
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throw away but also protects the environment and conserves our nat-
ural resources. Recycling isn't easy, but it is important. Many com-
munities require residents to separate paper, plastics, metals, and
glass from their trash. If you recycle, then you're one of the billions
of people who recognize recyclables as valuable resources, not trash
